Concept Explained

The concept behind “seVen” is to form and televise a team of climbers from different nations to attempt the seven
summits challenge, the quest to climb the highest mountain on each continent of the world. Less than 300 people
have ever accomplished this challenge.

The objective of the show is to demonstrate the climbers’ ability to work as a team. It is not a competition, but
rather about surviving the elements they will be faced with as one unit on each mountain, in order to achieve their
goal- to conquer all seven mountains.

There will be a highly experienced, specialist high-altitude production crew to capture the action and drama, as
and when it happens. With the team of climbers and film crew, “seVen” will take reality TV to new heights and
deliver real action, drama and documentary all in one.

The show will concentrate on capturing the climbers’ experiences, struggles and achievements. The viewers will
be able to form a bond with the climbers representing their country. The most interesting aspect of the show if
seeing how the climbers will unite and work together to reach the same goal.

There will be satellite phone technology with the team at all times giving them the flexibility to broadcast LIVE
from the mountains and communicate with a studio with their loves ones and/or a presenter who will be talking to
them directly about their expedition and their progress, we may have a guest star every week who is somehow
associated with climbing.

“seVen” will make television history.

Interaction with viewers will consist of the following:

LIVE feeds direct from the mountains after 3 episodes, these can be daily or weekly. The live feeds are planned
to be transmitting to Live on-air satellite TV, broadband TV and mobile TV.

There will be a weekly live studio show, where the climbers will have the opportunities to communicate with their
loved ones or close friends as well as a short interview with the presenter asking about their condition and
progress.

Furthermore there will be a video diary room, in a tent or equivalent lodging for each climber to record their
thoughts, in private, which will be shared with viewers.

Blogs, videos and interactive multimedia on the seven website as well as Facebook, youtube, myspace.

The viewers will have the opportunity to send supporting SMS messages to the climbers from their country as our
climbers will need their nations support to help them to keep pushing to reach the peak of all 7 mountains.
